The music group Svítání (means Sunrise) started playing in 1997 in Brno, Czech Republic, and at first it was based on an acoustic folk music. Later on the genre changed. The electric guitar appeared in the leader’s hands, the group uses dulcimer on some type of gigs and the bass player plays also the cello and the accordion became a crucial instrument. A distinctive solo singer has also appeared and many songs are based on her professional interpretation.

Svítání plays concerts in the Czech Republic and abroad and, for example, it played with Philharmonic Orchestra of Hradec Králové (eastern-Bohemia city). Svítání also cooperates with many groups and individuals.

Five albums were released, and recently the group has been recording maxi-singl each year and giving it to the fans at the concerts. This way, the group has always an up-to-date album and the fans can get an unique collection of professional records for free.  This project motivates the fans to come to the concert and it is a reward to both the group and the fans.
